‘JOKERS’ create Forum Theatre scenarios
to facilitate and explore internal
manipulators including judgement,
comparison and self-importance. All
participants in this 3 day workshop receive
a detailed supplemental reference
handbook of Forum Theatre games and

facilitation techniques.
